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annual throughput of up to about 300m? of timber with
only 2.5% degrade (compared to a normal 30%). His
aim is to provide an industry source of high quality
Australian timbers.

With respect to design, could there be such a thing
as an Australian design identity? We recognise, for
example, Japanese, Scandinavian and Shaker styles, but
Australian design largely reflects that of the West with
influences from other cultures. Peter feels it is the
uniqueness and variety of Australian hardwoods which
could be developed to create a design identity.

Peter then compared the characteristics of Australian
hardwoods and the more traditional fumniture timbers
(Table I) which shows that our hardwoods are signifi-
cantly denser, harder, stronger before deforming, more
elastic, more resistant to crushing and can withstand
more impact. This means that we are dealing with a
material which is different to the traditional matcrial and
which, therefore, has to be handled and utilised differ-
ently. Although some of the qualities of these
hardwoods may represent advantages (beauty, strength,
hardness) which can be exploited to widen our design

arrect gluing and nmsning.  1Nere was some giscussion
about the most suitable glues for the hardwoods: Peter
recommends epoxy glue for everything (and not PVA
glue as this is more likely to come apart with movement
of the timber). There is something in blackbutt which
react with resorcinol; polyurethane glues absorb water
to set then expand; prior to use some glues absorb water
(resulting in subsequent failure) unless stored in dry
conditions; he recommends gluing straight off the
jointer to avoid extractives rising to the surface. There
was clearly a need for more information, some of which
was provided anecdotally during discussion. There is
some research into glues going on in Queensland to
identify the most suitable glues - hopefully one day we
will know which glue can be used for which species.
Weight: Many hardwoods are heavy - this can be
overcome by using thinner or finer sections, the com-
pensating strength of the timber means load bearing
requirements in the piece are not compromised. In any
case, cross-grain joints should be kept small in order to
avoid potential problems caused by the relatively high
shrinkage of many of the hardwoods. He exemplified
the importance of joints with two of his fine chairs which
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
